TSL Tallyman - Multi controller system

In some situations it may be preferable to create a system with more than one Tallyman controller,

for example a fleet of OB trucks will need to communicate tally data between trucks for large events

but must still retain their autonomy for smaller events without changing hardware. This can be done

by connecting multiple controllers via IP.
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Fig.1 Example of Multi-Controller System

Connection to the Main controller is via a standard Ethernet CAT 5 cable.

The first Remote Controller unit should be set to:

IP Address: 192.168.100.221

Subnet Mask: 255.255.255.0

Port: 6221

If there is a second Remote Controller the settings will be:

IP Address: 192.168.100.222

Subnet Mask: 255.255.255.0

Port: 6222
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NB. Note that the 6000 series numbers for the port setting add the IP address to them.

Each successive Remote Controller should increment the IP and port numbers by one.




Setting up the Tallyman remote controllers

Connect a PC running a terminal program e.g. HyperTerminal or TeraTermPro to the Mtce / Port 3
on the TMx that you wish to act as a Remote Controller using the following cable:

Start HyperTerminal and then power up the TMx and wait for about 10 seconds.
